Central New Mexico: Activities in Conjunction with the 2007 Intel International 

                                     Science & Engineering Fair—Refreshments will be provided to the Chemistry and Biochemistry Grand Award judges, commemorative pins will be distributed, and local section members will staff a table to interact with local students participating in organized school field trips to the Intel ISEF.
Chattanooga:  Joint Meeting of All Six Tennessee ACS Local Sections—Section members from 6 Tennessee local sections will travel by car from their 6 respective regions to the Oak Ridge National Laboratory, a world-renowned nuclear research facility.
Cleveland:  International Symposium of Women in Electrochemistry—
This 2-day event will highlight research from 20 exceptional women in the field of electrochemistry.
Corning:  Glass Chemistry, History, and Art—The Corning section will conduct an educational, fellowship, and networking meeting with the Rochester section at the Corning Museum of Glass.
Delaware:  Science, Technology, and National Security—Fall, 2006 programming will be conducted around the theme of the role of chemistry and chemical engineering in ensuring soldier safety, American preeminence, and responsible stewardship of the byproducts of war.  
East Tennessee:  ACS Chemistry Day at Tennessee Science Teachers Association—The day will consist of seven 50-minute sessions including presentations about chemical lab safety, green chemistry, the ACS Chemistry Olympiad, Chemistry Inquiry, National Chemistry Week, and chemical demonstrations performed by local section members as well as student affiliates.
Georgia:  Herty Medalist Undergraduate Research Symposium—This will be a half-day symposium with four major speakers, an undergraduate poster session and reception, and an awards ceremony, including one $500 Grand Prize to be used towards travel expenses to a future national ACS meeting and 6 annual ACS memberships.

Kanawha Valley:  Her Lab in Your Life—Women in Chemistry Exhibit—The exhibit from the Chemical Heritage Foundation presenting the rich history of women chemists and their contributions to everyday life will be on display to the Kanawha Valley and surrounding areas.  
Kansas City:  Interactive Award Symposium—The 2006 Spencer Chemistry Awards Event in February/March, 2007 will be held at 2 different sites in Kansas City and will be made available to others offsite by video Web broadcasting.  
Lehigh Valley:  Discover Chemistry—LVACS and the Da Vinci Discovery Center—A Discovery Chemistry evening with activities oriented towards K-9 students will be held involving 50-75 students and their parents to increase the exposure of the local section in the Lehigh Valley and to increase membership participation and interest.
Maryland:  Symposium on Alternative Energy Options—An all-day symposium on the status of alternative energy resources will be held among the Maryland, Western Maryland, and Chemical Society of Washington local sections.
